The Competitors section is for those graded under 100 ECF; players entering the 
Championship and Challengers sections will be divided to form two equal sized groups with 
the strongest adult/juniors being in the Championship section; adults can enter any section.  
Long play grades will be used if a Rapid play grade is unavailable. Ungraded players will be 
assigned an estimate by the controller who reserves the right to transfer players to another 
section if he feels it is appropriate. All sections will be Swiss tournaments: all players play in 
all six rounds.  In all matters of dispute the controller’s decision is final. All results will be 
sent for grading to the English Chess Federation for their Rapidplay Grading List [cost 
included in entry fee].
